It is expected that the
department will have approximately $635K in FYO05 Capitol to purchase the new
apparatus. Chief LeClaire believes the department will be able to purchase a new
ladder truck with this money and possibly upgrade the Forestry Unit as well.
Because the department’s fire apparatus needs to be custom ordered to fit our
stations, hope to have the bid process begin as soon as City Council adopts the
Capitol Improvement Plan. City Manager’s proposal accepted.
